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TILLAGE  2010
Information and Rules for Exhibitors
Format:
Each event will consist of approximately 50ha comprising of working plots, static area and car parking.  The working plots are for manufacturers and importers of tractors and any soil engaging equipment appropriate to the time of year.  The static area is available for manufacturers, importers, dealers, consultants, tyre manufacturers etc, where any type of equipment, accessory or service for the arable farmer can be displayed. Tillage 2010 will also include an area for sprayer, which can be shown working.
Working Plots:
Working plots are available as 0.5ha, 1ha and 2ha. A draw will determine plot allocation.  Any exhibitor entering the event after plot allocation will be given the next available plot. 

All turning must be carried out within the plot.  Walkways will be for pedestrian, emergency and site vehicle use only during the public hours of the event. Caravans and support vehicles must park within the walkway area and be static during the hours of the event.  Please make sure you do not park vehicles and caravans opposite another exhibitor’s vehicles and caravan to allow free access for pedestrians and emergency, official vehicles.

Please make sure the whole of the plot including headlands are cultivated at the close of the event.

A single furrow will mark the edges of each plot, a painted number will be displayed at the walkway corner of each plot.

Exhibitors will be told by the organisers in which direction to work.  This will be agreed with the host farmer and will ensure the site is used to the best advantage for exhibitors and visitors alike.

Any company advertising banners, flagpoles etc must be within the confines of the exhibitor’s plot.

No static machinery will be allowed on working plots, all machinery must be worked, this will be strictly enforced.  
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          To help manufacturers who wish to display static machinery, implements, front linkages tractors etc there will be an offer of a 50% reduction on the cost of a static plot available to those who have booked a working plot at the event.  This reduction will also be available to exhibitors franchise dealers.
Sprayers: 

Tillage 2010 will include an area for sprayers. A static plot will be allocated to each exhibitor on which any number of sprayers can be displayed.  Entry will include one machine in the demonstration run area.  Demonstration runs will be on an ad hoc basis regulated by a steward. Additional sprayers may be entered into the demonstration at an additional cost.
Static Plot:
The basic static plot will be 15 metres square, multiples of static plots are available.  They will be sited centrally to the site and as far as possible be between the car park and the working plots.  Exhibitors wishing to have both working and static plots will receive a 50% discount on the price of the static plot.  Smaller static plots are available see booking form for details.

Eligibility:
Only those machines where the manufacturer or importer has booked space at   Tillage will be allowed to attend – NO third party involvement.
Payment and Plot Reservation:
Booking forms are attached, please enter all the relevant information and return with your full remittance by Friday, 25 June 2010.  Please note that this is also the cut-off date for the reduced exhibitor fees.  All exhibitor fees must be received in full before the event date.

Event Timings:

No equipment may arrive before 0830 hrs on the build-up day without prior agreement with the organiser.
The public times of each event are from 0800 hrs – 1500 hrs.

Unless the organisers or the host farmer has given a specific agreement, all equipment must be removed from the site by 1500 hrs on the day following the event.
Demonstration Procedure:
Please make sure your plot is completely finished by end of the demonstration day, including any headlands.
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All equipment must be operated within the maximum depth limits for each site.  The organisers reserve the right to stop any exhibitor who in their opinion is deviating from site or safety rules.

Promotion:

Each exhibitor has the opportunity to supply words 30 words for inclusion on the Tillage website www.tillage.co.uk.  Please complete that portion of the exhibitor application.

In addition 200 words for the event brochure, being produced by Farmers Guardian, should be supplied direct to Jane Newton -  Email: jane.newton@ubm.com
Unloading/Loading:  
No ramps are available at either site, exhibitors are expected to be self-contained regarding unloading/loading.   There will however be a telescopic handler and driver available at each event to assist in extreme cases.  This will be available from 0830 hrs – 1900 hrs on the build-up day and from 1500 hrs – 2000 hrs on the day of the event.  Any assistance outside those hours will be by private arrangement and nothing to do with the organisers. 
Safety:
Exhibitors must comply with all statutory safety requirements relevant to the event. No operation deemed unsafe by the organisers or the HSE will be permitted.  Any breach may lead to the closure of the exhibitor’s plot and possible legal action by the enforcing authorities.

Event safety guidelines are enclosed, any further safety information relating to each individual site will be passed to exhibitors as required.

Taking part in Tillage signifies acceptance and understanding of the safety guidelines.

Each exhibitor shall nominate a safety representative who will be responsible for all health and safety matters at the event, including build up and pull down on behalf of 
the exhibitor.  Exhibitors should write a risk assessment of their activities at the Tillage events, a copy should be available for inspection on site and to the organisers if requested.

A pre-event safety briefing will be held for working exhibitors at 1600 hrs on the build-up day.  The meeting will be held in the static area of the event.  
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The nominated safety representative MUST attend this meeting, should any exhibitor fail to be represented then their exhibit will be considered closed and unable to work, until the safety representative has spoken with the organisers.  

Official stewards can be identified by their yellow Tillage jackets.  Any safety or emergency issues should be addressed to them in the first instance.

Traffic Control:
Safety and good farming practice dictate that all vehicle movements are kept to a minimum throughout the site.  Use only the designated roadways and gateways, also observe the overall site speed limit of 10 mph. A maximum of two support vehicles per working exhibitor will be strictly enforced.  These vehicles must remain static during the public hours of the event and must be in place before 0800 hrs. 

All other vehicles and those arriving after 0800 hrs will be parked in the designated car parking area.  No support vehicles, other than those required for display purposes will be allowed on the static plots.  All vehicles and personnel must have the correct passes for site admittance, please note that these will be different for each event.

Any exhibitors arriving without the appropriate passes will be charged entry, no refunds will be given.

Insurance:
All property and personal effects brought onto the site by exhibitors must be fully insured against all risks and public liability.

Indemnity:

The exhibitor will keep the organisers indemnified from and against all actions, claims, expenses, proceedings, direct and indirect injury or damage or loss suffered or incurred in connection with the use of any equipment or vehicle for demonstration at the event by the exhibitor, including transporting to and from the exhibition site. The organisers, their employees and those involved in stewarding 
               and marshalling are absolved from any liability for injury, loss or damage suffered as the result of their acts of omission. 

Fuel:
No fuel will be available at either event.  It is the responsibility of each exhibitor to ensure that tractors have enough fuel for the day’s demonstration.
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Security:
Exhibitors are to make their own arrangements for insurance.  There will be a professional security service at each site during the preceding night.

First Aid:
First aid services will be on site during the build-up day and on the day of the event, these will be stationed near the static exhibits.

Cancellation:


The organisers reserve the right to postpone, abandon or place any restriction on the exhibition for any cause not reasonably within their control. In particular the organisers in consultation with the host farmer may stop or cancel the working demonstration where it is against good farming practice and/or the wishes of the host farmer. In the event of cancellation, postponement or restriction no exhibitor shall have any claim on the organisers for loss, damage, interest or compensation whether direct or consequential. On cancellation or postponement the exhibition fee is refundable in whole or in part at the absolute discretion of the organisers. 

Admission:
All visitors will be charged an entry fee. Exhibitors will be provided with passes for vehicles and staff.  These passes will be event specific.

Extra tickets can be purchased at reduced rates by exhibitors prior to the event should they wish to give potential customers/visitors entry to Tillage.

Gate staff are instructed to charge anyone without a ticket or pass.

Catering:
Caterers will be at each site during the build-up day and on the day of the event.
Exclusion:
The organisers reserve the right to exclude any person or company who, in the opinion of the organisers have infringed these rules in any way.

These rules may be changed or added to without prior notice.
Annex:  TILLAGE:  Safety.
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   TILLAGE :  SAFETY                  ANNEX               
A condition of entry to TILLAGE is your agreement to comply with the Event's safety requirements which are summarised in the Rules for Exhibitors; however, there are additional safety points which we would like to bring to the attention of exhibitors.

The Organisers remind all exhibitors of their general duties under the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 and the Food and Environment Protection Act 1985 to ensure, so far as is reasonably practicable, the health and safety at work of their employees and all other persons who may be affected by their work activities.  Where relevant, exhibitors are reminded in particular of Section 6 of the said Act, which applies both to machinery safeguards and the use of substances.

The Organisers hold exhibitors wholly responsible for the observance of statutory regulations governing the safety of machinery displayed on their plots.

HSE inspectors will be informed of the event.  We enclose for your study a copy of the Guideline for Working Events as agreed by AEA and HSE.

We would point out:

a.
The need for you to assess the risk and provide the necessary protection for any hazardous substances brought to the Event eg fuel, oil and LPG.  Fire protection for tents and caravans should also be considered.

b.
The requirement to advise the Event Manager, "the safety adviser", of your safety representative on-site.  A proforma, which should be returned as indicated, is attached.

c.
Your safety representative will attend each pre-demonstration briefing (1600 hrs the day before) which will highlight local site hazards and pass on any further safety issues.

d.
In the event of an accident, the circumstances must be reported to and recorded by the Event Manager, Bill Basford  (07831-141622).  A full written report may be required.

With around 30 plots on each site the potential for accidents will be ever present; however, hopefully the consideration of this brief and general health and safety principles throughout the event should minimise that risk.

 MACHINERY                                                             APPENDIX  1
32.  Any plant, machinery or equipment used prior to, during or after the event should only be operated by an adult who is fully trained in its safe use.  The organisers must make it clear that use by inexperienced or untrained persons is not permitted.  Passengers must not be carried on vehicles and machines unless they are designed or adapted for that purpose.  Any use of equipment by persons under 13 should be prohibited.  Use of equipment by persons over the age of 13 should be in accordance with the HSE Approved Code of Practice "Preventing Accidents to Children in Agriculture".

33.   Use of All Terrain Vehicles (ATV's) should be included in the above restriction and the rider should wear a motor cycle helmet to BS 5361 of 1976 "Protective Helmets for Vehicle Users" and comply fully with the advice contained in Forestry Safety Council Guide number 35.

34.   A system of authorising only essential use of vehicles at the event should be established.  This should include a provision that two persons must be present when vehicles are reversed.  The use of reverse warning devices should be considered where the need for frequent reversing is unavoidable.

35.   Persons who supply or loan equipment for use by the organisers should be asked to ensure that it complies fully with current legislation and standards relevant to its proposed use and that it is properly maintained.  Brakes, steering, tyres, horn, hydraulic pipes and connections, etc are particularly important.  Equipment should not be used if there is any reason to doubt its safety and particularly if it is not fully guarded, properly maintained, and in compliance with the relevant legislation.

36.   Plant or machinery must only be operated and demonstrated after ensuring that adequate precautions are taken to protect the operator and bystanders.  Operators must be told that unsafe operation will not be allowed and may lead to eviction from the site and possibly legal action by the relevant enforcing authority.  Guidance on standards to be achieved in respect of machinery is contained in BS 5304 - 1988 - "Safety of Machinery" and any guidance issued by HSE.  Machinery should only be operated or demonstrated in areas fenced off from the public.  There should be a sufficient number of stewards available to control the public during the demonstrations.  Operators should be told to cease their activities should any person encroach into a danger area.  When positioning ropes, fences and barriers to restrict the access of persons into potential danger areas, an adequate margin of safety must be observed.  In particular, account must be taken of the risks to those persons from materials which may be ejected from machines such as with flail mowers, hedge cutters, saw benches, etc.

37.   Static exhibits must be erected in a way that ensures they do not present a risk to any person during the event (including erection and dismantling).  In particular, any part of any plant or machinery relying on oil pressure in a ram or similar device to support it must be physically propped to prevent collapse, irrespective of the type of safety device fitted to the hydraulic system.  Account must be taken of the hazards that may be created during adverse weather together with the risk of the exhibit being knocked over.

38.   Any ropes, chains or other devices used to tow trailers or vehicles on or off the event site or car parks should have been thoroughly inspected, be of adequate strength and be constructed for the purpose and drivers should be told of the importance of hitching the tow chain or rope below the axle of the towing tractor.  Only tractors fitted with an approved safety cab should be used for this purpose.
Tillage Overview
Overview of Information and rules for exhibitors

· The public opening times at Tillage are 0800 hrs to 1500 hrs

· Tillage is open to working machines appropriate to seedbed preparation and drilling.

· Statics can be any machinery, accessory or service for the arable farmer. 

· Promotional caravans and support vehicles must be parked on the walkways but not directly opposite fellow exhibitors.

· Plots of 2 and 4 acres are available, 6 acres are available for two companies who wish to work together.

· No static machinery on working plots

· All exhibitors must contribute to the event, no third party involvement will be allowed.

· Entry and payment before 25 June 2010 will be eligible for the reduced rate exhibitor fees.   After that date the higher rates will apply.

· No equipment to arrive before 0830 hrs on the day before each event.  All exhibits must be removed by 1500 hrs the day after each event.

· Working exhibitor’s safety representative MUST attend the event site safety briefing at 1600 hrs on the day before the event.

· All exhibits must be fully insured.

· No diesel will be available on site.

· All vehicles with passes must be in position by 0800 hrs.  Any vehicles arriving after that time must be parked in the public car park.

· All support vehicles must remain static throughout the public times of the event.

· Any exhibitors arriving without the appropriate passes will be charged entry, no refunds will be given.  Passes will be event specific.

· The organisers reserve the right to exclude any person or company who in the opinion of the organisers have infringed the Tillage rules in any way.
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TILLAGE EVENTS 2010
SAFETY POLICY STATEMENT

A condition of entry to Tillage is your agreement to comply with the event’s safety policy and requirements.  These are summarised below together with formal safety policy statement.

The organisers remind all exhibitors of their general rules and duties under the Health & Safety at Work Act 1974 to ensure, so far as is reasonably practicable, the health and safety of their employees and all other persons who may be affected by their work activities.  Where relevant, exhibitors are reminded in particular of Section 6 of the said Act, which applies both to machinery safeguards and the use of substances.

Exhibitors are also reminded of their general ‘duty of care’ to all persons who may be affected by their activities.

This year we would particularly draw your attention to additional items that will improve safety and demonstrate a commitment to safety from everyone concerned with the Tillage events.

1. We remind all exhibitors of the need for a nominated safety officer.

2. All exhibitors should prepare a written risk assessment covering all aspects of attending the events, from equipment arrival and unloading to procedures for equipment management in close proximity to visitors and to the removal of machines from the site, loading, after the event.  A copy of this risk assessment will be available at each event and a further copy be made available to the organisers if requested.  This assessment should include all sub-contractors working for exhibitors at the events.

3. The organisers reserve the right to stop an exhibitor from taking part in the event.  If, in the opinion of the organisers, an exhibitor is not complying with the safety requirements of the event:  Or the nominated safety officer (or a declared representative) is not in attendance at the pre-event safety briefing.

4. The organisers hold exhibitors wholly responsible for the observance of statutory regulations governing the safety of machinery displayed and working on their plot.

We would particularly draw exhibitor’s attention to the following: These are intended as guidance for exhibitors and should not be viewed as exclusive.

Risk assessment - All exhibitors and sub-contractor staff should be supplied with information regarding the location, times, off loading facilities and the offloading site for each event.  All staff involved, on behalf of exhibitors at the events should be competent to carry out the duties with which they are charged, supplied with Personnel Protective Equipment where appropriate and trained in its use.

Attention should be made to height hazards, particularly overhead power cables.  Use only nominated access routes from unloading areas to plots.

Electrical equipment should have adequate earthing, be low voltage and correctly routed cables.  Any hazardous substances brought onto the site should be properly stored and handled.  Fire protection for tents and exhibition units should also be considered.

Event Operation – Exhibitors are reminded that the nominated safety representative must be on site at all times including build up and take down of the exhibitors equipment and working plot.  Nominated drivers must be competent and known to the exhibitor’s safety representative and must be briefed regarding all relevant aspects of the event and site.  Particular awareness during the public times of the Tillage event for visitor numbers and flow, headland manoeuvres, stop and start up procedure.

Only nominated drivers are allowed to drive during the demonstration. 

Passengers allowed only if there is a formal seat, no more passengers than there are seats. 

Be aware of issues particularly involving young, elderly and foreign visitor language limitation/barriers.

All equipment must be stopped, lowered to ground, engine stopped and keys removed before operator leaves the cab.

Reporting of Accidents - In the unlikely event of an accident, the circumstance must be reported immediately to Event Manager Bill Basford (Mobile 07831 141622).  A written report shall be submitted if required.

With an event of this size and with so many machines working there is potential for accidents, however with the consideration of this brief and application of general health and safety principles throughout the event, accident potential should be minimised.
